o Additional items: Please be mindful space will be limited so additional clothing(coats) will need to
be taken away by parents and students please bring only essentials and no huge bags! Jewellery
must not be worn.

e Leaving the Premises:

o Students under 14 must be collected by a parent.
o Students aged 14+ may leave unaccompanied only with a signed parental consent form.

lashes or fake tan!

We will be having individual professional photographs taken of all the students during the dress rehearsal
day which will then be available to purchase on show day.
